Devotional thoughts:

The last time | saw Clara Kitzinger was at the party for her 100" birthday in February of 2011. The Lord
called her home on New Year’s Eve before her 101 birthday.

Clara was a very special person to all who knew her. She had an infectious laugh and a bubbly personality.

Until she moved to be near her daughter, Clara lived a block from our house. | was often there, fixing
something or clearing snow from her driveway. But | remember her mainly from my Bible studies. She never
missed one.

Most of all, I remember Clara for giving theologically precise and correct answers to all my questions. She
was so eager to answer that sometimes | had to ask her to let others respond.

Whenever [ would ask, “Does anyone know what Jesus’ words in John 17 are called?”, without a pause, she
would exclaim, “Jesus’ High Priestly Prayer!” Of course, she was right!

This entire chapter is His prayer. The prayer is divided into three parts. In the first part, Jesus prays to be
glorified. In the second part, He prays for His disciples. In the third part, He prays for all believers. Our reading
for today includes the first part and half of the second. You may wish to read the entire prayer.

Most of us learned in our confirmation classes that Jesus fills the threefold office of prophet, priest, and
king. As a prophet, during His earthly ministry, Jesus constantly taught God’s word to the people. He continues
to fulfill that office today through pastors, teachers, and the Christian people when they teach God’s word from
the Bible.

In the very next chapter of John, we hear Jesus tell Pilate, “My kingdom is not of this world” (John 18:36).
At His ascension, Jesus was crowned “with many crowns, the lamb upon His throne.” Now He rules in a
threefold kingdom. He upholds the universe by His word (Hebrews 1:3). He rules in the hearts of believers
(Colossians 3:15). He rules in His heavenly kingdom (1 Timothy 4:18). If you remember that these three are
known as Jesus’ kingdoms of power, grace, and glory, you have a bit of Clara Kitzinger in you!

Jesus begins His prayer recognizing that His hour has come! He will soon accomplish the work that was
given to Him by the Father. He will be both the sacrifice and the priest who offers the sacrifice when He
submissively allows himself to be crucified. He did this so that we may have eternal life (Hebrews 12:2).

We live in the time when Jesus’ mission is accomplished. Our sins have been paid for by His sacrificial
death. Eternal life is certain because He rose from the dead. At His ascension into heaven, He was glorified
returning to His Father’s presence with the glory that He had before the world existed.

However, we still live in the world. Life in this world is particularly difficult at this time. In addition to so
much sickness, suffering, and death, Christians are under attack for their faith in God and trust in His word.

Still, we have comfort and peace. As our High Priest, Jesus has met all our needs of body and soul
(Hebrews 7:26-27). Although Jesus is no longer physically and bodily in the world, He continues to pray for us.
He continues to fulfill His priestly office of intercession (Hebrews 7:25). We are His, the sheep of His pasture.
He guards and keeps us always.

One day, we, too, will be glorified when He will transform our lowly bodies to be like his glorious body
(Philippians 3:21). One day we will join with Clara Kitzinger, with angels and archangels, and with all the
company of heaven glorifying Jesus’ holy name, evermore praising God and singing:

Introduction

Most modern forms of mediation turn a person inward. Biblical meditation turns a person outward toward
what God has said and done especially what He has said and done through Jesus for our salvation.

Each Sunday has its own special theme directing us to meditate on God’s word and actions. This theme is
found in the Propers of the Day (the parts of the service that change week to week). From Advent through the
Easter season these themes focus our attention on the life of Jesus from His birth to His death and resurrection.
There is always much more in the propers than can be covered in any Sunday service. God willing, I will use
the propers for Sunday to provide you with a devotion each day to help you mediate on what God has done for
you.

Have you ever been around people who sing while they work or putter around the house? It’s almost
always a sign of joy and happiness. Maybe they are in love. Or maybe, they are just simply enjoying life.

The real source of all joy and happiness is the Lord. He made us and gave us everything we have. In His
goodness, He has given us our greatest gift of all, His steadfast love.

The Hebrew word that the ESV translates as “steadfast love” is difficult for us to put into English. The
King James Version uses the word “mercy.” Other translations use “loving-kindness,” “unfailing love,”
“faithful love,” and more.

It is this mercy and love that moved God to send us a savior in the person of His only-begotten Son, Jesus
Christ. It is our reason for making a joyful noise unto the Lord.

It is somewhat common for people to say, “Be happy. God loves you.” This is certainly true but God’s
steadfast love is so much more. It’s His love for us that moves Him to put into action His plan of salvation and
open the kingdom of heaven to us and all believers.

Because of this, | will sing of His steadfast love and make music. | will serve the Lord with gladness
because His mercy endures forever.

Psalm 68 is fascinating. I don’t think that | have looked as closely at it as | did today.

The entire psalm is 35 verses long. If you read it in the ESV Bible, you will notice that it is divided into
nine parts. It almost seems that each of the nine divisions could stand alone as a short psalm. Our reading for
this week (verses 1-10) consists of the first three sections.

At the risk of oversimplification, the message of this psalm is that God is powerful, He works for the
benefit of His people by defeating their enemies, and His people rejoice and sing His praises.

In a certain sense, this is the message of the entire Bible. Our enemy:

The old evil foe

Now means deadly woe;
Deep guile and great might

Are his dread arms in fight;

But for us fights the valiant One,
Whom God Himself elected.
Ask ye, Who is this?
Jesus Christ it is,
Of Sabaoth Lord,
And there’s none other God;
He holds the field forever.

Help us to lift up our voices in song and
to rejoice before You for the salvation won for us by Your dear Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord. Amen

>Then [the apostles] returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a Sabbath
day’s journey away. 3And when they had entered, they went up to the upper room, where they were staying,
Peter and John and James and Andrew, Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James the son of
Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot and Judas the son of James. *All these with one accord were devoting
themselves to prayer, together with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and his brothers.



*In those days Peter stood up among the brothers (the company of persons was in all about 120) and said,
8«Brothers, the Scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy Spirit spoke beforehand by the mouth of David
concerning Judas, who became a guide to those who arrested Jesus. *’For he was numbered among us and was
allotted his share in this ministry.” *®(Now this man bought a field with the reward of his wickedness, and
falling headlong he burst open in the middle and all his bowels gushed out. **And it became known to all the
inhabitants of Jerusalem, so that the field was called in their own language Akeldama, that is, Field of Blood.)
2«For it is written in the Book of Psalms,

“‘May his camp become desolate,
and let there be no one to dwell in it’;

and
“‘Let another take his office.’

2130 one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus went in and out among us,
Zpeginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up from us—one of these men must
become with us a witness to his resurrection.” 2And they put forward two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who was
also called Justus, and Matthias. **And they prayed and said, “You, Lord, who know the hearts of all, show
which one of these two you have chosen ?*to take the place in this ministry and apostleship from which Judas
turned aside to go to his own place.” “®And they cast lots for them, and the lot fell on Matthias, and he was
numbered with the eleven apostles.

“KEEP CALM and CARRY ON” is a poster printed in 1939 by the British government in preparation for
World War 1l. It was meant to raise the morale of the people. It has recently been reproduced and modified
many times to meet a variety of circumstances.

It seems that this was the motto of the disciples following Jesus’ ascension into heaven. Luke records that
when they returned from the Mount of Olives to the upper room, the apostles carried on with their business. The
first item on their agenda was finding a replacement for Judas. There was one requirement. The disciple must
have been with them the entire time of Jesus’ public ministry, from His baptism by John until His ascension.

Two were chosen as candidates. There may have been more available. This we do not know but it does
seem likely. They then trusted God to make the selection through the casting of lots.

When we select pastors today, we follow a similar procedure. We put forth candidates that are qualified
and then trust God to make the selection. Although we do not cast lots, we do trust God to make the selection
through the process of voting.

Matthias was chosen and numbered with the eleven apostles. His job was to be exactly what Jesus had
directed: Be a witness to the resurrection.



Although the apostles are not here with us today, their witness to the resurrection is. We call it the New
Testament. We need no further revelation from God.

We, today, in the face of our current difficulties and distress, are like the apostles. We must “Keep Calm
and Carry On.” We do this by continuing our business of being Jesus’ witnesses. We tell others about Him and
His work of salvation and the gift of eternal life.

Prayer: Almighty God, as Your only-begotten Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, ascended into heaven, you left a
task for His apostles to complete, to make disciples of all nations. Grant that we may keep calm and carry on
with that task, through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

12Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery trial when it comes upon you to test you, as though something strange
were happening to you. *But rejoice insofar as you share Christ’s sufferings, that you may also rejoice and be
glad when his glory is revealed. **If you are insulted for the name of Christ, you are blessed, because the Spirit
of glory and of God rests upon you. °But let none of you suffer as a murderer or a thief or an evildoer or as a
meddler. *®Yet if anyone suffers as a Christian, let him not be ashamed, but let him glorify God in that name.
YFor it is time for judgment to begin at the household of God; and if it begins with us, what will be the outcome
for those who do not obey the gospel of God? **And

“If the righteous is scarcely saved,
what will become of the ungodly and the sinner?”

YTherefore let those who suffer according to God’s will entrust their souls to a faithful Creator while doing
good.

>*Humble yourselves, therefore, under the mighty hand of God so that at the proper time he may exalt you,
“casting all your anxieties on him, because he cares for you. ®Be sober-minded; be watchful. Your adversary the
devil prowls around like a roaring lion, seeking someone to devour. °Resist him, firm in your faith, knowing
that the same kinds of suffering are being experienced by your brotherhood throughout the world. *°And after
you have suffered a little while, the God of all grace, who has called you to his eternal glory in Christ, will
himself restore, confirm, strengthen, and establish you. **To him be the dominion forever and ever. Amen.

Today, we end our readings from the first epistle of Peter. Some have characterized this letter as the
Epistle of Hope. This reading continues that theme.

Should we be surprised when life is difficult? No. Some Christians believe that having faith in Christ is
the ticket to health and prosperity. Some TV evangelists preach a message that faith leads to freedom from all
of life’s troubles. This would seem bizarre to the Apostle Peter. He had heard Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount and



His words recorded in Matthew 5:
10«Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, for theirs is the kingdom
of heaven.
11 «Blessed are you when others revile you and persecute you and utter all kinds of evil
against you falsely on my account. *? Rejoice and be glad, for your reward is great in heaven,
for so they persecuted the prophets who were before you (Matthew 5:10-12).

Peter warns us to not be surprised when trials come or think that it is strange! If Christ suffered, then why
wouldn’t His followers?

Yet at the proper time, the mighty hand of God will exalt you! Until then, cast all your cares on Him, for
He cares for you! We may suffer for a little while but the God of all grace has called you to His eternal glory in
Christ!

Prayer: Lord God, heavenly Father, grant us the strength to resist the devil, who prowls about like a
roaring lion. Let us stand firm in our faith knowing that our present suffering is not worthy to be compared to
the glory that awaits us in heaven. Until that time help us to cast all of our cares upon You, knowing that You
care for us and will neither leave us or forsake us, through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
